Show Campers are serious riders, aged 9 to 16, who have some show experience. Show 
campers are assigned a horse to ride, care for, and prepare for an off-campus horse 
show. Campers enrolled in the show camp session are also welcome to use their own 
horse. In addition to spending time caring for her show horse, each 
show camper has two daily riding lessons.  
 
Campers will also learn how to prepare for a show: bathing, 
clipping, wrapping, conditioning, lunging, necessities of 
transporting horse and packing for show. They will also learn the 
different classifications of divisions, registering, how to read 
courses, and how to “work” the ring.
