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Riding Tip for the Month

Having trouble at the sitting trot? Does it feel like the
horse is going to bounce you out of your seat?

First, keep your heels down, but don'’t rely on your
stirrup. This will only push you farther out of the saddle,
ruining your sitting trot.

Second, sink deep in the saddle. It helps to pretend
there is a rock in your gut that pulls you down.

Third, relax! A good sitting trot requires you to let your
body flow with the changes of the horse. When you
stiffen up, you will bounce even more!

It will take practice to get that great sitting trot, but you
will get it!
